“Doubtful are the words, and dark are the ways, but in Thy
words and ways is light. Thus then, now as ever, | enter the
path of darkness, if haply so | may attain the ligh  t.” - Invocation
of Horus
Born out of darkness, into light is in essence the first regular step
into the mystery tradition we know as Freemasonry, the world’s
largest initiatory order in the western world.

“The Invocation of Horus” is a passage | found while reading about sacred
initiation rituals. The tone in which it is written so passionately moved me, that |
thought it was appropriate to share with you since we will be performing our
initiation in April.

James Wasserman, author of the book “The Mystery Traditions” explains
that in an initiation:

-Man is separated from his divine nature by the seeming impassable
barrier of rational mind and ego.

- That Man is aware of the higher state that exists within him, partaking in
the true nature of the sacred.

- That Man is capable of deeper communion with a source of power far
greater than his own physical strength.

The Masonic Ritual is surrounded by great mythological stories and at its
core helps re-shape the candidate’s consciousness and sets the emotional
tone of the ceremony.

Capitol Lodge is charged with the responsibility to ensure
that the true intention and tone of the ritual is set. That we as
members do not fail to initiate in what should be an
everlasting memory to the candidate.

April's meeting we will be balloting on two Candidates: Mr Arnold
Calambacan and Mr Elson Alverez. Upon the favorable completion of the
ballot, we will commence with the initiation ceremony.

As Brethren of Capitol Lodge, | ask you to reflect on your own initiation and
what it has meant to you.
