 The Scottish Poet Robert Burns and his poetry have been 
compared to that of William Shakespeare. It is said that Robert 
Burns is truly a gift of nature. Ironically his birthday (January 25, 
1759) falls near in line with some ancient nature-based religious 
celebrations, with their festivities beginning the first week in 
February. These ancient based celebrations, which are still 

celebrated today, celebrate the Festival of the Maiden Goddess, a time in 
which one would bless their agricultural implements and livestock for the 
coming spring.  
 February is typically the celebration of the Goddess Brigid 
drawn on the element of Fire. Brigid is said to pass down her gifts, 
skills, and wisdom as the patroness of Bards, Smiths, Healers but 
most and interestingly, Poets as well. It is interesting to note the 
relationship between Masonry’s continued celebration of Robert 
Burns’ Birthday and these Old Religious Celebrations which we 
as Masons continue to celebrate every year … nature’s greatest 

gift to the Masonic fraternity - a Poet.  
 Brother Robert Burns described Masonry as a mystic 
tie. This was communicated in a farewell speech to his 
brethren of Tarbolton Lodge. The mystic tie mythically and 
symbolically binds its members to millions of Masons 
throughout the world. At our February Meeting we did not 
just bind with the Brethren of Capitol Lodge. We shared a 
bond of fellowship with our District Deputy Grand Master - 

Right Worshipful Brother Harry Rosenbaum and Suite, our District 13 Lodge 
Brethren and our unexpected guests from Viking Lodge No 175, who made the 
journey into Winnipeg on a very cold and unpleasant night. And lastly, but most 
importantly, a bond with our partners, our wives, our Goddess’s. As we all 
partook in a celebration that is a true testament to the natural characteristic of 
Brother Robert Burns. 
 Though the February meeting was short, the celebrations, fellowship and 
energy in the room were remarkable – we definitely pushed the maximum 
occupancy for attendance in Lodge that evening. The whole intent of the 
evening was to keep to the idea of enriching the Brotherhood which was 
ultimately met with a dinner, a few drinks and a fellowship hour that will leave 
ever lasting memories.
